MEETING OPENED TO THE PUBLIC

Q. Is the introduction of the 20mph speed limit and the proposal to move the bottle banks a direct result of the Parish Council’s recent meeting with the school? Cllr.Turner advised that speed limit has been an ongoing issue with ECC and a number of ideas are being considered regarding the bottle banks following recent complaints regarding access and over-flowing bins.
Q. Where will the proposed 20mph warning lights be located and can they be solar powered?
Cllr.Elms explained the lights would be positioned in the same location as the existing school warning signs on Monks Lodge Road, Lucking Street and Church Street. They would operate for 1 hour in the morning afternoon to coincide with school “drop-off” & “pick-up” times. ECC advised that solar power would not be possible but the Parish Council will explore this opportunity further.

Concerns were raised regarding Planning Application15/00347/FUL (Agenda item 5.1.1) including the lack of ventilation for cattle, drainage, actual use of the barn i.e. machinery garage, future development of site.
Concerns were raised regarding the suggested relocation of the bottle banks to land beside the village hall.
