 Parish Council Extra-Ordinary Meeting held at the Village Hall on Wednesday 18th February 2015 
PRESENT – Cllr.P.Haylock (Chairman). Cllr.P.Schwier.Cllr.I. Johnson. Cllr.J.Newton.Cllr.P.Maile.Cllr.D.Turner . Mrs. A. Crisp – Clerk. Members of the Public – 10. 
1. APOLOGIES – None received.
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – All Cllrs.declared a Non-Pecuniary Interest in relation to Agenda item 5.1.1 Monks Ley as the applicant is well known to Councillors. Cllr. Schwier proposed that for reasons of transparency, all Councillors declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in relation to Agenda Item 5.1.1.Village Playing Field as the field is owned by the Parish Council on behalf of the village, and the planning application has been submitted by the Parish Council. The Clerk advised that the code of conduct suggested that potentially either a DPI or NPI could be declared, but for transparency the general advice is always to over-declare.
3.PUBLIC QUESTION TIME  - MEETING OPENED TO PUBLIC
Are any Councillors submitting requests for land to be included within the new Local Plan? – Cllr.Johnson & Cllr.Schwier advised they had submitted applications as has been publicised.

4. BUSINESS ITEMS
4.1 BDC Planning, Delegation Proposals Consultation  – The Clerk read out a summary of the proposed changes. Cllr.Turner proposed the Parish Council response to be “Broadly support proposals but have concerns regarding the influence of Parish Councils on future decisions. The Parish Council questions the reliability of the supporting documentation which it considers is flawed.” Seconded Clr.Schwier.  CARRIED  Action Clerk to submit response.
4.2 ECC Consultation on Changes to Developers Guide on Infrastructure Contributions – Cllr.Schwier explained that the infrastructure policies were more significant for larger developments and the objective of this proposal was to raise more contribution from developers towards the local community. Cllr.Schiwer proposed the Parish Council should respond “Generally support the policies as outlined.” Seconded Cllr.Johnson.  CARRIED. Action Clerk to submit response.
4.3 Mud on road from Monks Ley Development – Cllr.Turner asked whether the developers could employ the use of a road sweeper to help ease the recent mud on Monks Lodge Road. It was agreed by all Councillors that following approaches made by both Cllr.Haylock & Schwier the developers had cleaned the road a number of times and the situation should ease within the next two weeks as ground works come to an end. No further action required.

5.1.1 Applications Received –
· 15/00011/FUL Village Playing Field, Monks Lodge Road – Siting of container to be used as secure on site storage & servicing of Parish Council equipment for maintaining village field MEETING OPENED TO THE PUBLIC Representations from purchasers of new properties at Monks Ley Close, regarding the current proposed location of the storage container. Councillor Haylock advised that due to the DPI declared, Councillors were unable to engage in discussions and recommended any objections should be directed to BDC Planning. MEETING CLOSED TO THE PUBLIC.
· 15/00096/FUL Monks Ley, Monks Ley Close – Application for variation of condition no.5 of approved application 12/00945/FUL to change the visibility splay to 2.4m x 55m in both directions. MEETING OPENED TO THE PUBLIC Representation from Mr G Cuddeford regarding the background to the development and the visibility splay. MEETING CLOSED TO THE PUBLIC. Cllr.Schwier proposed that the Parish Council support the application complimenting the developer for seeking pre-application advice, and referring to the modification made by ECC Highways, as the subject experts. Seconded Cllr. Turner. Vote in favour – unanimous. CARRIED.
